Repeater Etiquette

A note from our OARC Club Call Sign Repeater Trustee ... Larry Griffin AD7GL

Time for a reminder ... repeat from Dave's Rag Chew February 2020

Mainly, the thing to remember is, “Be Polite” ... there really isn’t much more to it than that,
and almost everything else comes from that. But we can explore it a little deeper. “Be Polite”
means to be patient and to be helpful.

But there are other things to remember! A whole area uses the repeater. We do have club
activities on the repeater: the Ham-n-Eggs Net, etc. But the rest of the time, the repeater is
free to use!

Something to consider, you might not be the only one using or wanting to use the repeater.
As you communicate, put some space between your responses to each other. Or, call out to
see if anyone else would like to join in your conversation. The repeaters are few, the people
are many. And we keep adding to our numbers with new Operators who pass the tests! It is a
great opportunity for them to join in on the conversation and get on the air!

If you do end up with 3 or more people in a conversation, it is best to follow a “round table”
type format. Say something, offer time to the next person on the repeater, who will then
offer time to the third person... etc. It will come back to you, don’t worry!

| forget to do this at times... so it is as good a reminder to me as anyone else! You must iden-
tify every 10 minutes and at the end of your transmission! Even if you are rag chewing with
someone and you are the only 2 people currently using the repeater... ID every 10 minutes
and at the end.

It is also a good idea to let people know you are “done”... letting them know you are at your
destination, that you are “clear” or saying “73” are good indicators that you are “done” and
will no longer be on the air, that you are done and no longer available for the current conver-
sation. If you forget, don’t worry... the others on the repeater will eventually figure it out!

Also, when you are using the repeater... yes, electricity travels fast through wires, but there
is still a couple second delay in the repeater. Once you key the mic, give a breath or two be-
fore you start talking. This will allow the repeater to hear and recognize your signal, and get
itself ready to transmit your voice!



If you want to talk on the repeater, all you have to do, usually, is call out your call sign. No
need to call CQ, no need to say you are mobile or listening... although there is certainly noth-
ing wrong with that... but the short version is, just call out your call sign! If someone is out
there, feeling at all a little chatty, they’ll respond. Usually only takes a few seconds... there
seems to be several someone ready and willing to talk on the repeater!

Or if you know the call sign of the person you want to talk to, call out their call sign, followed
by your call sign. This lets them know you want to talk to them, and who you are.

Also, Ham Radio isn’t CB Radio. Don’t say “Break” or “Breaker Breaker”... | won’t name any
names... Leave everything CB off Ham Radio.

“Break” in Ham Radio is usually reserved for Emergencies. If you use ”Break, Break, Break” or
"Break for priority traffic", it usually means you NEED to use the repeater, and it is very im-
portant!

On the other side of that coin, if someone uses “Break”, you should immediately stop your
conversation and reply, “Go ahead” (or something similar) to allow the operator to take care
of the important business.

Please keep your conversations “Rated G”. No one should hear profanity, or where that rash
is you saw your doctor about last week. All conversations on the radio are PUBLIC. If you
wouldn’t say it to a child, please don’t say it on the radio.

Don’t sneeze, belch, or cough “on air”. Unkey your mic before you do any of those.

Be aware of your car’s radio... Music in the background is forbidden! And it will bring you bad
luck!

Also... don’t get political. Maybe avoid talking about religion on the air as well. If you think
the debate at your Thanksgiving Dinner with your Relatives might get heated over these sub-
jects, it could happen on the radio too.

Complaining about other people on the air, making fun of others, they could all fall into the
category of “Bullying” or “Passive Aggressive”. Neither one is good for Ham Radio. Ham radio
is supposed to be fun!

Use the minimum power to make the contact. You might remember that from the class. It is
especially true for repeater use! Remember, your signal only has to travel TO the repeater.
After that the Repeater pumps it up to 50 watts, and everyone can hear you! The repeater
doesn’t give you more watts if you use more watts. The repeater gives you 50 watts even if
your radio uses 1, 5, 8, 10, 15, 25, or 50 watts.

VE Test Group. At least three times a year, usually on the 1°* Wednesday of Febru-
ary, June & October this group conducts a VE Test Session to assist ‘want-a-be’
hams in getting licensed and existing hams the opportunity to upgrade.

Do to the efforts of this group during the past two years:

80 TECH class licenses were issued (new hams)

30 GENERAL class upgrades issued

6 EXTRA class upgrades were also achieved

116 Total Licenses issued during the 7 licensing sessions of 2019, 2020 & 2021.
This past Wednesday a record 34 hams were licensed or upgraded at OARC VE.

Do you know whose ham shack this is?
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BIO - Justin Hall KB7LAK

So there | was, 16 years old in 1990, I'd passed the Novice theory test the month before
and the only thing keeping me from getting my license was that darned Morse Code
test! | hated the Code. | hated how I'd go to the license classes and the first 30 minutes of the class was
Morse Code. Didn’t they know we had these things called microphones now? Morse Code was dumb. But
it was a necessary evil back then, to me. Fine, I'd put in 30 minutes a day to learn it (that wasn’t enough
time). But I’d NEVER use it again. So I'd play the cassette tape of the ARRL Morse Code practice and learn
those dumb little letters. | knew the easy ones. E and T. In fact, all the letters just sounded like Es and Ts to
me! | liked the rhythm of L, dit dah dit dit. And R wasn’t too hard, dit dah dit. But I'd mix up G and W (and |
still do)! So there were some pretty easy ones out there, but numbers? Forget it. Was that three short dits
and then some dahs? Crud! | needed to write that down, now I’'m two characters behind! Wait, what was
that one? THINK! Ugh, | was working at the movie theater on weekends and some nights, running the mile
and two mile in track during school, and probably pursuing a young lady as well, so my brain bytes were
pretty taxed at that point. Yet, there was something interesting about those patient old men and women
that encouraged a young kid like me to learn about radios. A lot of them were Veterans from WWII, and ac-
tually used that infernal Morse Code in real combat- bullets flying, etc. Now that | have the wisdom of age
and realize that not all military training was as gentle and nice as my military training experiences. | have to
think they were treated pretty harshly in learning Morse Code, by some aggressive, maybe even angry com-
bat-hardened sergeant that may have even been kind of sadistic in teaching them! But at the time, Morse
Code was dumb, and | was going to hate it, no matter what! So there!

OK, test day, I'm nervous, of course. They put in the tape, it’s supposed to be 5 words per minute. | could
have sworn they put in the 20 words per minute tape, but whatever. OK, VVV, so far, so good, | got that
one, wait, what was that one? Huh? What’s that letter? Crud, was that number? OK, I’'m getting some of
these, my brain hurts, why didn’t | study more? What, it’s already over? Here comes the 10 question test, |
didn’t get enough of this to answer any of these correctly! What rig was he using? | don’t know, some
dumb thing with tubes in it, probably! | think | was about to slip out and turn my back on this forever. For-
get this Morse Code junk, it’s a waste of time! | already didn’t pass the test, so | hand in my papers and I'm
about to walk out, and this near-dead Old Guy walks up and explains, gently, that if you get 26 characters in
a row, you pass. | knew that, but | didn’t think | had 26 in a row. He hands me back my paper and there’s
some letters and the word ANTENA and some other words. He asks me slowly “How do you spell ANTEN-
NA?”, really emphasizing the N. | said | thought it looked right, and was going to hand it back. He looks me
in the eye with a lot of intensity and asked the question again, “How do you spell ANTENNNA?” | paused, but
thought it looked OK, and then noticed there was a space there for another N, so | added it. That made 29
letters in a row, now that | spelled it correctly. His face lit up, and he smiled this huge smile and said
“Congratulations, you passed!” They filled out the form that said you passed the element and had the one
from the month before.

A couple of takeaways here. That Old Guy may have been a WWII Vet and had probably seen things that
would keep me awake at night for the rest of my wasted life. He chose to change my entire life’s destiny. |
don’t remember his name, and he’s probably a Silent Key now, but thanks Old Guy with a W7 callsign that
you probably held since 1954. Because they didn’t have vanity callsigns back then, he’d had it for many
years. Did he cheat by helping me? | don’t know. Maybe, but he may have sensed that | was frustrated and
had worked (relatively) hard on this. What if his sergeant at Morse Code school hit him for missing letters?



Or sent really crummy code or made them listen to a lot of static trying to copy it or did any number of
things that folks do in the military to each other--sometimes out of spite, and others out of trying to harden
a guy for the horrors of war? This Old Guy may not have been in the military, but either way, he broke the
cycle, and | learned a powerful lesson in life. Cut people some slack. It was S5 to take the test back then,
and minimum wage was $3.85.

My license came in the mail about 6 weeks later-about June 1990. You had to pull apart the little carbon pa-
pers and it was a little off-centered, but it said KB7LAK. | called an Old Guy from Church and let him know |
had my license, so he said | better get over there and talk on his radio! He was a Hewlett Packard engineer
and had a Kenwood TS-440S and a Butternut Vertical antennnnnnnnnnnnnna. | talked to a few Old Guys in
town that congratulated me, and then | hit Australia and few other places on 10 meters. It was amaz-

ing. Working the world on 100 watts and using my own callsign. One night, | got on my Heathkit HW-101
and tried to do a CW QSO on 40 meters. The station was in Sparks, Nevada, and | was having trouble keep-
ing up, so | sent “l am a lid” and signed off and never tried CW again. | did need to learn the connection be-
tween consistent practice and success. Funny, | was a Cross Country runner- | should have understood that
concept....

| upgraded to Technician a few months later and it may have even been that same Old Guy that told me |
passed and | had my radio with me (what would | have done with it if I'd failed?) and went out to his car to
call me on 146.52 and identify as KB7LAK, Temporary KT. Which | did. That was really cool. Now | had a car
phone (some 2 meter repeaters had autopatches on them) to impress the girls!

13 words per minute to upgrade to General? Forget it. Life happened anyway. 10 years later, I’'m living in
Nebraska as a new Second Lieutenant, recently graduated from the US Air Force’s Electronic Warfare Officer
School and training to fly on the RC-135. That General class test was a lot easier after that school, and by
then, the FCC had come to its senses and gotten rid of the Code. | paid my fee, was it $7.50 or $10? | forget
now, but | should have at least attempted the Extra class test since I'd paid. But | declined. A lot of Old Guys
are probably disappointed now.

It’s been 30 years. Thank you, Old Guys. In fact, thanks to anyone that either bent rules or asked a kid the
right question to turn the light on in their little brain. So when | was a flight instructor in Pensacola, Florida
and teaching Navigation and Electronic Warfare, | gave those kids a chance. Just like the Old Guy and anoth-
er instructor when | was going through training to get my wings. 1 still keep in touch with him,

too. And.....now I’'m the Old Guy!

The first public demonstration of the electric telegraph, which uses Morse code, was done on Janu-
ary 11, 1838, by inventors Samuel Breese Morse and Alfred Vail. Learn Your Name in Morse Code
Day takes place on the anniversary of that day, and was created by Brownielocks, in part because
less and less people now know Morse code. As of 2007, knowing Morse code is no longer a re- S
quirement in order to get a ham radio license, demonstrating just one example of how Morse code continues to
fall by the wayside. The day was created to get people to take an interest in Morse code; Brownielocks created

it to get people of all ages to at least learn their name in the code on the day.

Morse code chart

The telegraph was the first device to send messages with electricity, by transmitting electrical signals over wires between stations. It
revolutionized long-distance communication—it changed how wars were fought, how newspapers worked, and how money could be

sent. Prior to its invention, messages could only be sent as fast as a horse could run.

Messages were sent by tapping out a special code—known as Morse code—for each letter or symbol; Samuel Morse, along with
Alfred Vail, helped to develop the code. In Morse code, short signals are dits—which are represented by dots, and long signals are
dahs—which are represented by dashes. There are precise intervals of time for dits and dahs, between letters, and between words.
Dits last one "unit" of time and dahs last three units of time. The pause between letters is three units of time, and the pause between
words is seven units of time. Letters that are used most often were given a simpler code, while those that are barely used were given
more complex and longer codes. Experienced Morse code operators can transmit and receive 20-30 words per minute. Novice re-
ceivers would put marks on a paper to be translated to English after a message was received, but after they got used to the code
they could understand the message when listening, making it easier to receive messages. The most well-known message is SOS,

which is transmitted as -+ --- --+; it is an international symbol for distress.

Samuel Breese Morse, who was an inventor and painter, began a twelve year process of perfecting his electric telegraph in 1832; he
worked with Alfred Vail and Leonard Gale. At about the same time Sir William Cooke and Sir Charles Wheatstone were working on a
telegraph in England as well. On May 24, 1844, Morse, who was in Washington D.C., transmitted the message "What hath God

wrought?" over wire to Vail, who was in Baltimore, as a demonstration of the telegraph to Congress.

By 1851 over fifty telegraph companies were in the United States, but most telegraph lines were controlled by the Magnetic Tele-
phone Company. They laid the first transcontinental telegraph line in 1861, seven years before the first transcontinental railroad. In
1866 a telegraph line was laid across the floor of the Atlantic Ocean from the United States to Europe—by 1940 the number had ex-
panded to forty. Thomas Edison created the Quadruplex system in 1874, which allowed four messages to be transmitted simultane-
ously on the same wire. Although the telegraph was supplanted by other modes of communication, and the Morse code lost much of

its importance, we are forever indebted to the telegraph, and to Morse and his code.

How to Observe

The most appropriate way to celebrate the day is to learn how to write your name in Morse code, which can easily

be done while using a Morse code chart. Once you've learned your name, how about learning how to decipher

messages that use Morse code? This can be done quickly using another type of Morse code chart. Once you get

used to using the code, send some messages to friends. / Rt fm REm I fRmt Rim mt /

Morse Code Day and Learn Your Name in Morse Code Day

Date When Celebrated :

Learn Your Name in Morse Code Day is always January 11
Morse Code Day is always April 27

Here are two special days, that we celebrate for similar, yet slightly different reasons. These holi-
days center around Samuel Morse, the morse code, and the magnetic telegraph machine that was
first used to transmit this revolutionary means of communication from one distant location to anoth-
er. In 1836, Samuel Morse and his compatriots, Alford Vail and Joseph Henry developed morse
code. On January 11, 1838, Samuel Morse and Alford Vail demonstrated the use of the electric tel-
egraph to transmit a message in morse code for the first time.

Did You Know? SOS signals were often sent in morse code. While SOS had no specific transla-
tion, it was said to mean "save our souls" or "save our ship".

Morse code uses a unique series of dots and dashes, called "dii and dah", for each letter of the al-
phabet, and the numbers 0 thru 9. Long before the invention of radios and cell phones, operators
used telegraph machines to send messages in morse code. On the receiving end, the morse code
is translated back into alphabetic characters and numbers to form the message. The message al-
lowed for instant, coast to coast communication of information over telegraph lines. Once radios ar-
rived, morse code continued to be a major means of communications. Morse code was in use in the
military, ham radios and other means of communication for decades.

Morse code is in danger of disappearing as a means of communications. As of 2007 , knowledge of
morse code is no loner a requirement for a ham radio license.

Morse Code Day celebrates the invention of morse code and the electric telegraph machine. This
special event was established on this date to honor Samuel Morse, who was born on April 27, 1791.

Learn Your Name in Morse Code Day was created to stir up interest in morse code. As a commu-
nication tool, morse code is being replaced by modern technology. This special day was created to
encourage people to learn and use morse code, and to keep it from disappearing altogether. Hope-
fully, this day will peak your interest in morse code and you can start to learn more about it, by
learning to communicate your name in morse code.

Origin of "Morse Code Day" and "Learn Your Name in Morse Code Day":

Our research did not find the creator, or the origin of Morse Code Day. We did not find when it was first
celebrated.

Learn Your Name in Morse Code Day was created in 2015 by Sheila Cicchi from Virginia. She is
the owner and creator of Brownielocks.com. According to Chcchi "l figured if people started with
their name, thought it was fun, it would encourage them to learn the entire alphabet and numbers."
She chose this date, as morse code and the telegraph were first demonstrated on this day in 1838.

The big question however is how long is a dot? There are two schools of
thought. The first is that it is proportional to the sending/receiving speed. In the
Koch method the dot is defined as the duration of the dot at a certain speed and
characters are each sent at that rate, but the spacing between characters and
words is dependent on the actual desired sending speed.

There are those that claim the Koch method is the better way to learn

Morse. The school of thought seems to infer that the Koch method tends to min-
imize the learning plateaus often experienced while learning Morse. | tend to
agree with them but I’'m far from an expert in this area and can only speak for
myself.

| learned or rather continue to practice my Morse using the MFJ-418 and G4FON
(http://www.g4fon.net/) Software. Both support the Koch method as well as the
traditional method. 1 also like to listen to the code over the air while watching it
be decoded on my computer. 30 meters is great for that.

6-METER SERENDIPITY

The story that | am about to tell was very interesting to me to say the least. If | had not been in the research
mode getting ready for the club’s 100" anniversary, | suppose that | would never have experienced what |
did.

This may take a while to tell.

First of all, my story about repairing storm damage in and around my ham shack in the December 2020 issue
of WATTS NEWS, in itself, was a major undertaking. | followed that story with another about building a 6-
meter beam antenna (see the January 2021 issue).

In my article, | mentioned John Shupe's stories about the Amateur Radio Club Service 6- Meters (ARCS6) in
the February 2010 issue. | had been going through a lot of the old newsletters to, first of all, document them
into a database and second, look for some good stuff to feature in our 100th anniversary program. The part
of how ARCS6 scared off some tough guys who were after the group with funny looking antennas on their
cars brought a smile. It just made me more aware/excited about 6-meters.

So, | was able to finish the 6-meter antenna construction and get it mounted on the tower. | went out to the
shack that afternoon and put on some PL-259 fittings and patched the beam through my two coax switches
on my operating bench. | still needed to wire the antenna rotator. | could not wait until | could turn on my
transceiver and see if it would receive any 6-meter signals. The antenna was pointing South.

| started at the low end of the band with my Kenwood TS-2000 transceiver in the USB mode. | immediately
ran across a CW signal that turned out to be a beacon. The signal sounded good and the background noise
was very quiet. | switched to the CW mode and retuned slightly. The background noise was reduced even
more. The signal was deciphered as:

VVV VVV VVV de K7EMX/B dn30xp 1 watt. The indicated frequency showed 50.06 MHz.

It, of course, repeated over and over again. | was thrilled. By hitting the auto antenna tuning button, the sig-
nal came up a little bit. The SWR was less than 1.5 to 1. | then switched in my Sky-loop wire antenna. The
noise level increased a lot and was very discomforting, but with a little careful tuning, | could still copy the
beacon. | switched back to the 6-meter beam and sure enough, the background noise quieted right down.
This was a good sign that the beam was doing its job. That was cool to see/hear.

It was time for Star Trek to come on (six nights a week on Channel 4-4 over the air at 6:00 PM) and was also
dinnertime. In December, of course, it was dark by that time.



To make hay while the sun didn’t shine and while eating, | brought in an old box | had stored in the garage.
When | became the club historian, | was given three file boxes of old club records, mostly having to do with
financial stuff. They had been in my attic untouched for years.

In the interest of researching OARC’s history, | had brought them down to go through. Club Treasurer, J. Sid-
dle, KG7CJN and | went through them days before to see if there was anything important for the 100th anni-
versary effort. Out of the three boxes, we had narrowed the important stuff down into one box, but | put
them in the garage together and could not remember which was the one we should keep and which ones to
throw away.

| opened a box that | thought we were going to toss, but there was a 3-ring binder that | looked at first. It had
some nicely done minutes of board meetings etc. A CD slipped out that had some meeting minutes stored on
it. Val, K7ZHCP, our webmaster/newsletter editor found later that those minutes were already on the website.

| was thumbing through a history binder and noticed that there were a lot of newsletters in amongst the pag-
es. | determined that | would remove them from that binder and put them in sequence in its own binder with
just newsletters. Anyway, | just happened to stop on an issue of WATTS NEWS dated August 1996.

THERE, ON THE FRONT PAGE, WAS A STORY ABOUT VVV DE KE7NS/B DN31. | saw this and jumped out of my
chair thinking that it was the same beacon that | had just received an hour earlier, Wow.

My enthusiasm dimmed a little however; since | noticed that it was NOT THE SAME beacon. | went to my
computer stunned that, after all, it was a different one. | was still pumped though, because | had come across
the note about a 6-meter beacon coming from OARC in 1996. | know now that, out of the stack of “stuff”, the
newsletter magically appeared.

1996 VVV de KE7NS/B dn31

At first, | couldn’t figure out what the dn30xp and dn31 meant. It was only when | was preparing to go to bed
that | slowly began to realize that they had something to do with grid squares. The next day Val, K7HCP
looked them up and found that dn31 was very local and dn30xp was just above West Jordan, Utah near the
South Valley Regional Airport. My beam was already pointed South so was lucky to have the best signal path
to begin with. Thank you for being patient with me regarding this long epistle. | was going to entitle this A 6-
Meter Oddity, but figured Serendipity 6-Meters was more appropriate.

The Six Meter Beacon has been operatling off and on
now for about 14 months. It started off at my home
‘imi 2 watts to a quaterwave vertical on the side of
tower The power output was kept down and vertical
polarization used to redluce the chance of TVL It has
now been operating from the Little Mitn Repeater Site
for about 6 months, with some time off for finals
replacement mid tune-up! It is now operating at 8
waits to a home-brew Sgaulo antenna, for horiz.
polarization The beacon itself is a Yasesu FT-620B.
The keyer is by Kelly, KE7WI. And transmits “VVV
DE KE7NS/B DN31” in morse code at about 15
words a minute on the freq. 50.061. Un-attended
propagation beacons in the USA operate on six me-
ters between 50.060 and 50.080. Beacons located
from outside the USA and those that are attended in
the USA operate from 50.000 to 50.100. Beacons are
used to note openings when activity is low and to
, track openings across geographical areas, and the rate
of those occurences. As an example the beacon was
being heard daily thru most of June around 2100 utc

for 10 to 15 minutes in the Seattle/Portland area.
Then for about a week every day at the start of July it
was being heard in Alberta around 1600 utc +/-. This
year E-skip into our area has been at times hard to
come by. So it has been nice to see the reports of the
beacon being heard when the band has been oppen.
Best DX for the beacon being heard was from
Alaska, Florida, Penuslyvania, Pan handle of Texas
and Mexico. There is a Beacon on the same fre-
quency in Nebraska that has been stronger here than
it has been several times this year. However that was
all that was heard from that area! Thats the one
frustrating side note to beacons, they let you know
the band was open even tho there was know one there
to talk to!! Should you have any questions con-
cerning beacon or six meter activity, just give me a
call, and I will try to help.

The FT8 Assistant

The FT8 Assistant utility was born after months of using JT-65. The problem | was trying to solve was to know where a
given station was that was calling CQ. | also wanted to know where a station was that was answering my CQ, espe-
cially in the case where there were several stations responding to my CQ. For DX countries WSJT-X does provide
some help but for the Worked-All-States (WAS) chaser it’s no help at all other than a grid square. What often hap-
pens is you waste time working stations you didn’t need and miss stations that you are looking for to complete your
DXCC or WAS quest. Or you turn your attention away from WSJT-X to look up a station. For DX stations you waste
time working stations you don’t need because you can’t remember what countries you have already confirmed and
you risk missing countries that you do need. This is especially true as your country count starts to climb above 50 or
so.

What | needed was a program that could see all the stations calling CQ and look them up in real time without me ever
having to touch a keyboard or mouse. | wanted a SIMPLE utility that would do the lookups for me in real time without
any intervention on my part. Manually looking up calls simply was not a good solution.

In the normal scenario you load up WSIT-X and start watching the screen, you’re looking for stations calling CQ. If
you’re a state hunter then you’re usually looking for calls with a particular prefix, a 1 for example for stations located
in New England. The problem these days is you really don’t know where the station is located. The W1XYZ you just
worked turned out to actually live in Las Vegas. Of course you can look at the grid square, which is just a series of
cryptic letters and numbers but without decoding it you really don’t know where a given grid square is at.

Or consider the case of the DX chaser. You see a prefix pop-up in WSJT-X and you have no idea if you have confirmed
that country or not. So you work him only to find out that you have already confirmed that country. It’s still fun but
you realize you missed a country you needed.

The bottom line is that when using WSJT-X it can be important knowing where a station is and if you have confirmed
them. Now let’s be clear, WSJT-X will show you what stations you have worked but it will not show you what coun-
tries you have confirmed. Working them is one step, confirming them is another. The official way of confirming a
QSO0 is by using Log Book of the World (LoTW) if you’re chasing ARRL awards. If you’re chasing QRZ awards then a
QRZ confirmation is all that is needed. Note however that QRZ considers a QSO that has been confirmed by either
LoTW or QRZ as confirmed. Unfortunately and perhaps unfairly the reverse is not true because the requirements for
confirmation is the same for both QRZ and the ARRL. The key difference is the ARRL uses what in my opinion is a to-
tally unnecessary and a little over top Public Key/Private Key encryption that is complicated to setup and keeps a lot
of hams from applying for an LoTW account or installing the necessary SSL certificates. | find the QRZ certificates just
as satisfying and just as rewarding as any ARRL certificate and just as hard to get. And | can display my QRZ certifi-
cates on my QRZ bio page. However, if you're a contester the ARRL LoTW is your only option.

In case you are wondering what constitutes a confirmed QSO? For a confirmation to take place, both parties to the
QSO0 (you and the worked party) must each independently enter a record of the QSO in



their QRZ logbook. QRZ then automatically tests to determine whether or not the following data fields in each record
match the other with regard to: call signs, band, mode, and UTC date/time within a 30-minute window. If so, a con-
firmation is indicated; if not, none is indicated.

WSJT-X has no way of knowing what countries you have actually confirmed, it knows what stations you have worked
but NOT what countries you have confirmed. So rather than working toward DXCC strategically you are kind of
shooting blind most of the time and wasting hours staring endlessly at your computer, listening, watching and calling
CQ from time to time when band conditions seem favorable. Of course as ham radio operators that’s part of the fun
of what we do, stare endlessly at our radios or computers, listening, calling CQ, listening some more and waiting for
that chance moment when that elusive DX station or state calls CQ or answers your CQ. And of course we can also
spend our time rag chewing on SSB or CW. That'’s the fun and the magic of ham radio. There’s something there for
everyone. But we are focused on FT-8 for the moment.

Consider the following scenarios. There you are sitting in front of your computer, running WSJT-X and you’re closing
in on WAS and you only have one state to go, Delaware. So you watch and wait and you call CQ DE WB7RLX DN41, 42
times. Unknown to you there is a W5XYZ calling CQ from Delaware but you have no way of knowing the station is
located in Delaware. All we know is the station is in the 5™ call area, so we assume the station most likely is in Texas.
And without taking the time to decode the grid square or actually looking up the call up you don’t bother to work
him. So you miss an opportunity and you spend another 3 weeks trying to work and confirm that elusive Delaware
station. Of course we all know there are only 3 ham operators in all of Delaware and only one of them uses FT-8 .... ..

Now let’s walk through that same scenario but using the FT8 Assistant. There you sit in front of your computer
watching call signs and grids scroll across the screen. But this time you have the Assistant running as well and it's tell-
ing you the location of every station calling CQ. You see W5XYZ call CQ and you look over at the Assistant and see
that his name is Fred Brown and he is located in Easton Delaware. To find that out you never had to press a single
key or move your mouse an inch. You even know how far away he is and in what direction his station is from your
QTH. You answer his CQ and he comes back with a signal report and you are able to complete the QSO with a 73.
You have just worked Delaware. How cool is that! Now let’s hope he uploads his logs to QRZ or LoTW so you can get
that confirmation.

But wait there’s more. As you are looking up the station you just worked on QRZ because you are wondering about
his station you hear the sound of a phone ringing coming from your computer. You turn your attention back to WSJT-
X and realize there’s a DX Station calling you, using what we call a “tailgating” strategy. He was watching your QSO
with the Delaware station and as you were finishing up with the Delaware station the DX station started sending you
his grid data for his station in Coventry England. Had you not been using the FT8 Assistant you might have missed his
call. This is a true story by the way, only the names were changed to protect the innocent.

With DX the situation is just as simple. There you sit on a Friday night tuned into 40 meters and the DX is rolling in
from the Pacific rim along with a smattering of Russians, VK’s, ZL's and of course a mighty horde of JA’s. All of a sud-
den the Assistant alerts you by playing a Fog horn through the computer speakers letting you know that a station in a
country you have never confirmed has just called CQ. You look over the Assistant and highlighted in red and yellow
you see the call sign of the station with his city and country. You quickly turn your attention back to WSJT-X and dou-
ble click on his CQ and you work him. You have now added Mongolia to your list of countries worked. And sure
enough a few hours later



he confirms the QSO in QRZ. And as luck would have it he had never worked Utah and was very happy to finally con-
firm a Utah station. Life is good and your DXCC county count just went up another notch.

These are hypothetical scenarios but for me they are real experiences and examples of what | have been able to do
with WSJT-X and the Assistant. And to do all this all you need is a $30 yearly subscription to QRZ and my program
that can be downloaded from the Club’s web site for free. You don’t even have to be a member.

I’m not sure how interesting it would be to explain how the program actually works but | will give you a high level de-
scription. The program monitors the data stream coming out of WSJT-X, picks out the stations calling CQ and extracts
the call signs. It then checks its memory cache to see if it’s already looked up the station. If it hasn’t it does a QRZ
query, adds the information to the cache and then displays the information for that station on the screen. If it can
access a local copy of your QRZ log it will also check to see if you have confirmed the country the stationisin. Ifit's a
DX station you have not confirmed it will alert you by playing a fog horn sound and highlighting the station on the
display by displaying the information in a yellow on red format. The program can also spot when a station is calling
you and tell you where they are and alert you by playing the sound of a phone ringing. That’s the basic theory of op-
eration. There is of course a bit more to it, but that’s the simple description. Below is a list of the features.

FT8 Assistant Feature Set:

Displays the name, location (city, State, Country, and DXCC entity number)

Caches station information for the stations that it looks up to minimize QRZ lookup’s

Display the Bearing and Distance of the station calling CQ

Displays the number of times the station has called CQ during the programs run time

Provides an audio alert when it hears a CQ from an unconfirmed DX country. The program assumes any QSO not
confirmed via QRZ as an unconfirmed country.

Provides an audio alert when it hears a station calling you.

Color codes stations calling you, DX stations and unconfirmed DX stations and stations you have worked in the
past. Yes WSJT-X also does some of the same color coding but it does not distinguish between confirmed and
unconfirmed DX.

Tells you how many CQ’s have been decoded while you have been running the Assistant, how many have been
look up via QRZ and how many it was able to lookup in cache.

It gives you the average number of decoded CQ’s over the last five minute period. This is handy for comparing
notes with your friends and is also an indicator of band activity and conditions.

Program Requirements:

Required: A computer running Windows. This program was developed using Windows 10 but there’s no reason it
shouldn’t run under Windows 7 or even Windows XP.

Required: Disc space and memory requirements are minimal. If you have enough to run Windows and WSIT-8 you
should have enough to run the Assistant.



Required: XML Enabled QRZ account or higher, | think the cost is about $30 a year. If you are unsure if you have the
correct type of QRZ account go to the following link and test your account: You can also
go to the following URL to find out more about an XML QRZ account:

Optional: A local copy of your QRZ log. If you keep your QRZ log in sync with LoTW then those confirmations will also

be included. Please note that LoTW is only required if you are going to apply for awards through the ARRL, it is NOT
required in order to run the FT8 Assistant. If the QRZ log file is not available then the DX alert feature will not work.

Installation Instructions:

When | initially wrote this program | never intended it to be used by anyone but me so | never bothered to write an
installation utility. Given the simplicity of the installation | decided that a good set of written instructions would
suffice. But if you find you need some help give me a call: (801) 540-4907. I'll be glad to walk you through it and
help you with downloading your QRZ log file.

Download the program from the OARC web site. It should be located in the down load area on the OARC web site
see: . Look for Member downloads by Eugene Morgan.

IMPORTANT: Before beginning the installation you need to have your Grid, your Latitude and Longitude
and an XML Logbook or above subscription to QRZ. You will also need your QRZ password and QRZ
account name which as far as | know is your call sign.

After you have downloaded the setup utility run it. By default the program will install the program into your
Documents folder.

During the setup a program will pop up asking you for the information specified above. Fill that out. The pro-
gram will automatically update the Config.ini file. You can run the Configuration Editor any time you have
changed your QRZ password or want to change your latitude and longitude.

The last step will require that we configure the FT8 Assistant’s window size. On your desktop you will find the
FT8 Assistant icon. Right Click on it and select Properties. In the properties window you will see a bunch of tabs,
click on the Layout tab. In the middle of the Layout Tab windows you will see a box labeled Windows Size. Set
the Width: to 140 and the Height: to 43. Then click on the “Ok” button. At this point you can run the program
but there is one more optional step that | recommend if you are to take full advantage of the Assistant. Down-
load your QRZ log file.

This last step is optional. Download your QRZ logbook to the folder where you installed the Assistant. Give it
the following name: [your QRZ account name).adi.txt Example: wb7rix.adi.txt There may already be a
file by that name in the program folder, just overwrite it. This will allow the Confirmed DX feature to op-
erate normally alerting you when an unconfirmed DX station is calling CQ. This is a pretty handy feature
if you’re a DX chaser.

Just In Case You See A Warning From Windows Defender or other Anti-Virus program: When executing the pro-
gram for the first time you may experience a warning from Microsoft Defender or your anti-virus software warning
you about this program. Don't worry. In the case of Microsoft Defender just click on the "More info" link then click
on the "Run anyway" link. This only occurs the very first time the program is launched and only on some computers.
| do take extreme precautions to make sure that none of my programs are infected.

Running the Program: Now that you have the program running let’s describe what you are seeing. Refer to Figure 3.
Starting at the top of the screen you see my Information and a version number. On the next line you will see the col-
umn headings. I'll explain each.

Call: This is the stations call sign. ONLY stations calling CQ will be displayed or a station calling you. We will get
to that in a minute.

Name: This is the person’s full name as it appears in QRZ.

City/Country: This is the stations city and country separated by a “/”. On rare occasions this information will not
be complete. | only had so much room to display this information so at times the information will appear to
have been truncated, it has. Regardless it should provide you with enough information to know where the
station is.

DXCC: This is the stations DXCC country code

State: This is the two digit state abbreviation. This will appears for stations based in the US and Canada. | have
noticed that from time to time some other countries also have states. It’s all based on what information QRZ
has for each station.

Bearing: This is the bearing (short path) to the station. In short this is the direction you should aim your beam to
maximize the possibility of working the station.

Distance: This is the great circle short path distance to the station in miles.

CQ’s: This is the number of times the station has called CQ since you started the Assistant. Why is this important
you might wonder? If there is a station that has been calling CQ and it just happens to be a station that you
really want to work and you missed him. What generally happens the station has been calling CQ a lot the
odds are good the station will be calling CQ again and you just need to be on the alert for his call. If he has
only called CQ a small number of times then your chances of him calling CQ again may not be as great.

Frame Separator: FT-8 protocol uses a 15 second frame structure. The WSJT-8 transmits for 15 seconds and then
listens for 15 seconds. Each frame is given a time stamp. The time stamp format is: yyyymmdd_hhmmss, example:
210121_003545. Also note that the time stamp is in GMT, not local time. In WSJT-X Assistant each frame is separat-
ed by a dash line with the time stamp of the frame in the middle of the line enclosed in brackets. On occasion you
will see frames with no time stamp, these are frames where you were transmitting or the program only received a
partial frame. | made a last minute change to the program that is not shown in the above figure. The time frame also
includes the band. Note that if you change bands while running the Assistant it will clear the screen and show only
CQ’s for the current operating band.

The Colors: In the lower right corner of the screen you will see the legend explaining what each color signifies.

White on Black: This is a US based station. Although Alaska and Hawaii have different DXCC entity numbers
the Assistant identifies them as US based stations.

Black on Green: This is a station you have worked before.

Red on White: This is a DX station that is located in a country that you have confirmed via LoTW or QRZ.
There are four ways that a station can be confirmed in QRZ: eQSL, Paper QSL, LoTW, and QRZ. QRZ only rec-
ognizes QRZ and LoTW confirmations. If the DXCC country has been confirmed then it will be displayed using
red on white.



Red on Yellow: This is a DX station calling CQ from a DXCC country that you have not confirmed via LoTW or
QRZ. In addition to being displayed as yellow on red a fog horn sound will play giving you an audio alert that
there is an unconfirmed DX station calling CQ.

Black on Grey: This is a station that was not found in the QRZ call book. No other information will be dis-
played for the station.

Black on Red: This is a station calling you. The program looks for your call sign in each line it decodes. If it
sees your call it will display the information for the station calling you. At the same time the computer will
play the sound of a phone ringing. This is really helpful if you’re not paying attention to WSJT-X as often hap-
pens. | find that after a QSO | will look up the station on QRZ just to see if the operator has posted any infor-
mation about their station. Or | may go get myself a beverage or turn my attention back to the book | was
reading while waiting for the DX station on Desecheo Island to come on the air.

The Bottom of the Screen: Now let’s turn our attention to the bottom two lines of the screen. There is some fairly
useful information here.

Run Time: This is how long you have been running the Assistant. We use this information in the running 5
minute average calculation. It tells you how long you have been running the Assistant. It’s funny how fast
time passes when you’re having fun.

Total CQ’s: This is the total number of CQ’s WSIT-X has decoded during run time period.

QRZ Lookups: The Assistant looks up the call sign of every CQ it hears during the programs run time. Howev-
er before going to QRZ it checks its memory cache to see if the call has been looked up during the session.
When it does do a QRZ lookup it caches the stations information in case we need to look the station up again
as often happens. This number indicates how many times the Assistant has had to go to QRZ. Over time
what you will see is that the Assistant goes less and less to QRZ and more and more to cache. The Assistant
uses a circular cache algorithm. It caches up to 256 calls signs and once the cache is full it will overwrite the
oldest calls with the newer calls.

Cache Lookups: This is the number of times the Assistant has been able to use its cache to get a stations in-
formation rather than going to QRZ. Over a long session you will see this number grow much faster than the
QRZ lookup’s.

Running 5 Minute avg CQ’s per/min: This is the average number of CQ’s per minute over the last 5 minute
period. Note that this number will not be accurate if the Assistant has been running for less than 5 minutes.
This information is useful in determining if the band is fading or building. It’s also fun to compare numbers
with other hams who are running the Assistant on the same band. It can sometimes be a measure of how
well your antenna is hearing versus another station. It’s also a great indication of just how busy the FT-8 fre-
quency is. It's kind of a fun number to watch as the band builds and fads. Some of the heaviest traffic I've
observed has been on Sunday mornings on 40 meters where I've seen this number go as high as 25 CQ’s a
minute. At around 16 or 17 CQ’s a minute the band will start looking pretty full. Of course you don’t need
this number to know what’s going on, but it does quantify things, which makes it easier to draw conclusions
and do comparisons regarding band conditions.



Periodic Maintenance: There are two tasks that you will want to perform on a regular basis. The first is to upload
your WSJT-X adi log to QRZ or at a minimum the new calls that have been added since your last upload. | may do this
several times during an operating session but at a minimum | do it at the end of each operating session. The second
task is to download your QRZ log file to the FT8 Assistant folder. The reason for this is the Assistant can alert you
when an unconfirmed DX station is calling CQ. It does this by scanning a local copy of your QRZ log file, without that
even Canada will look like an unconfirmed DX station.

At a minimum you should download your QRZ log file after you have confirmed a new country. If you monitor your
DXCC-100 Award Status on QRZ you will see when your country count has gone up. QRZ provides documentation on
how to upload and download your log file. What will be helpful to know is where your FT8 ADI file is located:

C:\users\[your windows login name]\AppData\Local\WSJT-X\wsjtx_log.adi

In Windows the AppData folder is a hidden folder so in order to find it using File Explore you will need to make sure
you have the “Hidden Items” feature turned on. In File Explorer click on the View Tab then click the box next to the
“Hidden Items” option. That should cause a check to appear in the box next to the “Hidden Items” option.

LoTW: If you are a LoTW user you will also want to keep your LoTW log synchronized with your QRZ log book. Here
again this is something | do several times during an operating session. There are a lot of folks that are counting on
that LoTW confirmation so if you use LoTW keep it updated and in sync with your QRZ log book. Please consult QRZ
for information on the process for uploading and synchronizing with LoTW.

Possible Feature Updates: As with nearly all programs they are never truly done. | have been considering some pos-
sible features:

County Hunters: If there are any county hunters out there let me know. | have been toying with the idea of
adding county information as part of the data displayed for a station.

JT-DX: Currently the Assistant does not run with JT-DX. | have looked into the changes that would be neces-
sary. Itis doable but would require that | rewrite some key areas of the code. Just now | don’t know what
the demand is. If you’re running JT-DX and would like to be able to run the Assistant let me know.

Raspberry Pie: Although I'd not be able to migrate the Assistant code to the Raspberry Pie platform it would
be possible to access the WSJT-X folder across a network thus making it possible to run the Assistant on a
Windows computer while accessing the WSJT-X files across a network. This would be a fairly easy modifica-
tion but again I’'m not sure of the demand. If you run WSJT-X on a Raspberry Pie and have it connected to the
same network as your Windows computer and would like to be able to take advantage of the benefits of the
FT8 Assistant let me know.

Hints and Kinks

Ever since Radio Shack closed their stores in our neighborhoods, electronic components have
been hard to come by. A trip to Salt Lake was an option, but most of us began to rely on the
Internet for our parts needs. One part that was much needed were the PL-259 coax fittings.

Probably several years back, | needed a supply of them. On Amazon, | ordered two bags of 10
fittings each. | just recently opened one bag and started using them to help in the rebuild of
my antenna farm after the bad windstorm in September of 2020. | noticed that the fittings
were slightly different than the ones | used for years as shown in the following photographs.

Notice that the new fitting has rectangular holes to solder the copper braid from the coaxial
cable to the fitting itself. An old salvaged one shows round holes. | have always had a prob-
lem getting everything hot enough to melt the solder evenly. | have ruined a number of old-
style fittings by overheating them and having the plastic insulation around the center con-
ductor melt into an unusable mess. The new fittings each came with a reducer insert for use
with RG-8X size coax. | haven’t tried them on RG-58, but they probably will work.



The rectangular holes in the new style fittings were just the correct width to accept my sol-
dering iron tip and the solder.

| am getting old and have the medical condition called “familial tremor” so it is difficult to
keep everything steady enough to solder. | rely on a good solid/heavy bench vice. With my
antenna rebuild this last month | have had to do a lot of soldering/cabling. The vice is worth
its weight in solder.

| used a Weller D-550, 240/325-Watt iron. This picture is set up on the top of my 6-foot step-
ladder.



| use a razor knife and/or a hook-bladed knife to cut the coax jacket and do the trimming. |
learned it pays to do it in the summer or, at least, during the sun of mid-day, so the jacket is
warmer. It can be very dangerous to use those tools when it is cold.

The following pictures show the identification of the two bags of 10 fittings each in case you

may want to try these newer types with the rectangular soldering holes. They, of course,
were made in China, but well worth it. Do a Google search for Esumic PL-259 connectors.

FCC - Radio Users Reminded Not to Use Radios in Crimes

January 31, 2021

The Enforcement Bureau (Bureau) of the Federal Communications Commission issues this
Enforcement Advisory to remind licensees in the Amateur Radio Service, as well as licensees
and operators in the Personal Radio Services, that the Commission prohibits the use of radi-
os in those services to commit or facilitate criminal acts.

The Bureau has become aware of discussions on social media platforms suggesting that cer-
tain radio services regulated by the Commission may be an alternative to social media
platforms for groups to communicate and coordinate future activities. The Bureau recogniz-
es that these services can be used for a wide range of permitted purposes, including speech
that is protected under the First Amendment of the U.S. Constitution. Amateur and Personal
Radio Services, however, may not be used to commit or facilitate crimes.

Specifically, the Bureau reminds amateur licensees that they are prohibited from trans-
mitting “communications intended to facilitate a criminal act” or “messages encoded for the
purpose of obscuring their meaning.” 47 CFR § 97.113(a)(4).

Likewise, individuals operating radios in the Personal Radio Services, a category that includes
Citizens Band radios, Family Radio Service walkie-talkies, and General Mobile Radio Service,
are prohibited from using those radios “in connection with any activity which is against Fed-
eral, State or local law.” 47 CFR § 95.333(a).

Individuals using radios in the Amateur or Personal Radio Services in this manner may be
subject to severe penalties, including significant fines, seizure of the offending equipment,
and, in some cases, criminal prosecution. 47 U.S.C. §§ 401, 501, 503, 510.

City Antenna Law Upturned By FCC Rulig |

January 31, 2021

The FCC has invalidated one U.S. city's law challenging satellite antenna installations.

The FCC has declared that federal law protects the right of property owners and tenants to
install and use satellite dish antennas even if the antennas are visible from the street. The
panel's ruling on January 11th invalidates an ordinance in the city of Chicago, lllinois that re-
stricts such installations. The FCC says that its rule - known as the Over the Air Reception De-
vices rule, or OTARD - protects the antennas' use and allows video consumers greater choice
of content. Chicago had argued that its law, enacted in 2012, was put in place to enforce
"aesthetic standards" and that the measure does not violate the federal ruling. The petition
had been brought by the Satellite Broadcasting & Communications Association, DirecTV and
the DISH Network.

The Over-the-Air Reception Devices Rule does not apply, however, to AM/FM radio, CB radio
or amateur radio.

FCC Invites Comments on Expanding the Number of Volunteer Examiner

Coordinators
01/08/2021
InalJanuary 5 , the FCC requested comments on whether the current 14 Volunteer Examiner
Coordinators ( ) are sufficient to facilitate the efforts of their accredited Volunteer Examiners (VEs) in

administering amateur radio examinations, or whether up to five additional VECs should be author-

ized. The ARRL VEC is the largest of the 14 VECs in the US. Comments are due by February 5, and reply
comments are due by February 19. After Congress authorized it to do so, the FCC adopted rules in 1983 to
allow volunteers to prepare and administer amateur radio examinations, and it established the system of
VECs and VEs.

“VECs introduced consistency into the volunteer examiner program by centralizing accreditation of volun-
teer examiners, coordinating the dates and times for scheduling examinations, and managing the various
administrative tasks arising from examinations,” the FCC said. Authorized VECs may operate in any of the
13 VEC regions but must service at least one region. The FCC pointed out that some VECs now offer remote
examinations.

“The Commission has long maintained 14 VECs and now seeks to consider whether they continue to serve
the evolving needs of the amateur community, or whether there are unmet needs that warrant consider-
ing expanding the number of VECs.”

The FCC Public Notice provided questions for framing comments:

e Are the existing 14 VECs sufficient to coordinate the efforts of Volunteer Examiners in preparing and
administering examinations for amateur radio operator licenses, or are additional VECs needed?

e What needs are currently being met, and which needs, if any, are not?

e |f the FCC were to allow additional VECs, how many more would be needed to satisfy existing Amateur
Radio Service license examination needs? (The FCC indicated that it will likely cap the number of addi-
tional VECs at five.)

e Given that VECs use a collaborative process to create examination question pools and volunteer exami-
nation administration protocols, would additional VECs enhance or hinder this process?

e How would increasing the number of VECs address the unmet needs, if any, of the amateur radio com-
munity, and what obstacles or complications could result from increasing the number of VECs?

FCC to Require Email Address on Applications Starting on June 29, 2021

12/31/2020

Effective on June 29, 2021, amateur radio licensees and candidates must provide the FCC with an email ad-
dress on all applications. If no email address is included, the FCC may dismiss the application as “defective.”

On September 16, the FCC adopted a Report and Order ( ) in WT Docket 19-212 on “Completing the
Transition to Electronic Filing, Licenses and Authorizations, and Correspondence in the Wireless Radio Ser-
vices.” The R&0O was on December 29 in the Federal Register. The FCC has already begun strong-
ly encouraging applicants to provide an email address. Once an email address is provided, the FCC will
email a link to an official electronic copy of the license grant. An official copy will also be available at any
time by accessing the licensee’s password-protected Universal Licensing System (ULS) account.

Licensees can log into the ULS with their FRN and password at any time and up-
date anything in their FCC license record, including adding an email address. For questions or password is-
sues, call the CORES/FRN Help Line, (877) 480-3201 (Monday — Friday, 1300 — 2300 UTC) or

on the FCC website.

The only way to refrain from providing an email address on an application would be to submit a request to
waive the new rule, providing justification for the request. (The FCC would not be obliged to grant such a
request.)

Under Section 97.21 of the new rules, a person holding a valid amateur radio station license “must apply to
the FCC for a modification of the license grant as necessary to show the correct mailing and email address,
licensee name, club name, license trustee name, or license custodian name.” For a club or military recrea-
tion station license, the application must be presented in document form to a club station call sign adminis-
trator who must submit the information to the FCC in an electronic batch file.

Under new Section 97.23, each license must show the grantee’s correct name, mailing address, and email
address. “The email address must be an address where the grantee can receive electronic correspond-
ence,” the amended rule will state. “Revocation of the station license or suspension of the operator license
may result when correspondence from the FCC is returned as undeliverable because the grantee failed to
provide the correct email address.”
