Basic Information for the Amateur Radio Volunteer

ATTITUDE

Your knowledge in Emergency Communications is not as important as your attitude.  Your technical ability will enable you to do a better job of communicating, but your attitude will determine the success of the overall Amateur Radio effort.  The person who brings a "know it all" or "Cowboy" attitude will only hamper relations with served agencies.  You will impress them far more by being as quiet as you can and doing your job well.

KEY OPERATING PRACTICES

Introduce yourself to the people you will be working with at your station.

Use tactical call signs.  Keep transmissions as short as possible.

Don't think aloud on the air: "Ahhh, let me see. Hmmm. Well, you know, if..."

Don't use "10" codes, Q signals, or anything other than "plain language"

When you complete an exchange with another station, end the exchange with your tactical call and your FCC call. This tells the Net Control Station (NCS) and everyone else you believe the exchange complete, and it fulfills all FCC requirements and takes less time.

Don't over identify! You only need to identify at ten-minute intervals during a series of transmissions. ID at the end of each exchange you participate in!

Don't apply first aid unless you are trained and certified to do so!

Don't transport an ill or injured person in a private vehicle!

Don't offer more than you can deliver.  You are not there to provide direct emergency assistance!

PROCEDURE WORDS (Prowords)

AFFIRMATIVE - Yes.  You are correct.  What you transmitted is correct. 

FIGURES - Numerals or numbers follow.

I SPELL - I shall spell the next word phonetically.

MORE TO FOLLOW - Transmitting station has additional traffic for the receiving station.

NEGATIVE - No.  Not received. 

OUT - This is the end of my transmission to you and no answer is required or expected

OVER - This is the end of my transmission to you and a response is necessary.

ROGER - I received your last transmission satisfactorily.

SAY AGAIN - Repeat all of your last transmission.

WAIT - I must pause for a few seconds.

SAMPLE TACTICAL MESSAGE

You:  Net Control, Feed Zone 1 with a medical emergency.

NCS:  Feed Zone 1, Net Control go ahead with your emergency

You:  Net Control, a rider wrecked his bicycle at Feed Zone 1 and briefly lost consciousness.  First aid providers are requesting an ambulance.

NCS:  Feed Zone 1, we will notify you as soon as we have an ETA for the ambulance.  This is Net control, KD7ABC

You:  This is Feed Zone 1, standing by, KD7XYZ

INCIDENT COMMAND SYSTEM (ICS)

ICS is a management tool.  It provides a coordinated system of command, communications, organization, and accountability in managing emergency events.

There is only one boss, the Incident Commander, who is responsible for the overall operation.  For any incident there are functions ranging from planning and logistics to handling the press.  The functional requirements of planning, logistics, operations, and finance are always present.  They may be handled by a single individual for a small incident, or a "Command Staff" in a large incident.  Any manager should only directly manage a small number of people.  For organizational purposes ICS uses the number five.  Five isn't hard and fast, but provides a useful guideline.

We are expected to be communicators, and within the ICS, this places us in the Logistics Section in the Service Branch as part of the Communications Unit.  The Communications Unit provides all communications services for the operation.
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
